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Supplemental Figure 3.  Cross-Correlation Model Waveforms





A.  The four model waveforms used in our cross-correlation analyses are presented.  Each waveform spans a 24 hour period. The displayed models were sampled at a four-hour interval in 24 hour-differentiated phases.  These hour-phased profiles were correlated to each of the 14010 probe set expression profiles.
