Numbers in bold italic are measured, mean values and non-bold numbers are projected values.  Projected values were found by multiplying or dividing the measured mean values by the scaling factor of 1.56.  During the first four days of growth, the number of cells increased by a constant factor of 1.4 to 1.8 per day, with a value of 1.56 minimizing the percent error between projected and measured mean values.  Using that scaling factor, the number of cells at day 0 was estimated to be 2.1, indicating that some clustering took place within the Matrigel culture.  To reflect this observation, ISMAs began with two to four cells.
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
